
The first event of this series acknowledges the limitations of Western scientific knowledge in fully grasping the
broad spectrum of movement practices and performances available worldwide. It also problematizes their
valorization under Eurocentric descriptors such as dance, folklore, or ritual. Seeking to bridge these theoretical
and methodological gaps, this one-day symposium draws upon critical discussions around bodily arts, a well-
established field of study in Brazil, which has sought to break away from the limiting sectarianism of artistic
languages and the distinctions between theories and practices. We will join forces in cyberspace to exchange
ideas and ways of knowing around two sets of epistemic, political and methodological tools: a) the principle of
horizontal reciprocity, structuring ecologies of knowledges and b) acts of intercultural and inter-political
translation, born from the struggle against systems of domination. Our gathering will also draw upon research-
creation methodologies particularly concerned with new epistemologies of practice. 

O primeiro evento desta série reconhece as limitações do conhecimento científico ocidental em compreender de
forma abrangente o amplo leque de práticas de movimento e performances disponíveis em todo o mundo. Também
problematiza a valorização desse conhecimento com descritores eurocêntricos como dança, folclore ou ritual.
Buscando preencher essas lacunas teóricas e metodológicas, este simpósio de um dia lança mão de discussões
críticas em torno das artes do corpo, um campo de estudo consolidado no Brasil que tem buscado romper com o
sectarismo limitante das linguagens artísticas e das distinções entre teorias e práticas. Uniremos forças no mundo
virtual para trocar ideias e modos de saber em torno de dois conjuntos de ferramentas epistêmicas, políticas e
metodológicas: a) o princípio da reciprocidade horizontal, estruturando ecologias de saberes eb) atos de
tradução intercultural e interpolítica, nascidos da a luta contra os sistemas de dominação. Nosso encontro
também se baseará em metodologias de pesquisa-criação particularmente preocupadas com novas
epistemologias da prática.
